High Standards for Student Behaviour

At Edmonton Public Schools, we are committed to building a bright future
for every student. An important part of that work is to provide students with a
safe environment that supports teaching and learning.

As a District, we have established clear expectations for appropriate
behaviour and conduct for all of our students, from Kindergarten to Grade
12. These expectations are clearly outlined in the District's Student and
Behavior Conduct Policy, a vital resource developed in consultation with
students, parents, staff and community members. The policy outlines, in
specific terms, the rights and responsibilities of students and the
consequences for inappropriate actions.

Parental involvement in public education plays a significant role in
promoting positive student behaviour. We are pleased that our ongoing
partnership with parents continues to make a difference for our schools and
students. In the most recent District satisfaction surveys, 87 per cent of
parents expressed satisfaction with the way discipline is handled in their
child’s school. In addition, 95 per cent of our students say they feel safe in
school.

The Board believes these results affirm the District’'s approach to student
behaviour and conduct. By working together, we will ensure our students
learn the importance of good character and our schools will remain safe and
secure places to learn.
